As such, 
the volunteers who are registered with the University receive the same civil immunity from liability, as does an employee 
of the University under the Act.  Volunteers under the Claims Commission Act are not covered for Worker's 
Compensation. 

The term "Registered Volunteer" refers to persons who are not employees of the University who provide service to the 
University in an approved program that are listed and reported to the Division of Claims Administration, State of 
Tennessee.  Student workers and other employees of the University may volunteer their time at the University without 
registering.
